This routine training is required to prepare the pilots of the fixed wing aircraft attached to
USS RONALD REAGAN (F/A-18E, F/A-18F, EA-18G, E-2D and C-2A) for operations
at sca aboard the carrier. The Navy is aware of the noise concemns of the Japanese people
and strives to minimize the impact of its training on the local citizens while balancing our
obligation to maintain operational readiness for the defense of Japan and to meet our
agreements under the Treaty of Mutual Cooperation and Security.
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
